New EcoPartnerships must sufficiently respond to the following process demonstrating both programmatic competence and budgetary capacity to successfully implement the intended activities.

Instructions:
The EcoPartnership Application highlights the actions that will be taken by the participants to yield successful, lasting outcomes during the 3 year duration of their collaboration. The Advisory Committee will use this Application to conduct its evaluation.
If selected, the application content is to be fleshed-out into a draft Implementation Plan that is vetted by the Secretariat, so it is important that this document reflect the intentions and abilities of the applicants. While this Application signals the intent of the applicants to pursue the stated activities to the extent practicable, it is not a contract or legally binding. The participants will be required to complete a Statement of Intent if selected. This voluntary collaboration may be terminated at any time based on the needs of either party, with care taken to provide advanced, written notice as early as possible.     
All sections must be completed.  Table spacing may be adjusted to accommodate your answers.  Instructions and examples may be deleted to allow full use of the space. Total content may not exceed 4 pages (not including the appendix) using Arial 10 point font on 8.5” x 11” pages with 1” margins. Submit a completed Application in English and another in Chinese to vbhatt@bnl.gov and ecopartner@163.com by the deadline noted on the EcoPartnerships website.
